We provide many educational opportunities for professionals fea-

turing both national and local experts. The TWC conference is geared toward social workers, attorneys, judges and court staff, CASA volunteers 

and staff, childrenôs advocacy centers, law enforcement, educators and child welfare stakeholdersðall working to make a difference in the lives of 

Louisianaôs abused and neglected children. 

The Together We Can conference will offer in-depth learning opportunities which address policy and practice concerns. There will be keynote 

addresses focused on the latest trends and institute sessions allowing more intensive attention to the selected topics.
